November is the month of 
Thanksgiving.  As Americans, we 
take the opportunity to give thanks 
for our blessings each year and 
share Thanksgiving as a holiday on 
the fourth Thursday of the month 
of November.

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Stewardship Commission Update
In October of 2006, several parishioners from St. Jude’s attended a Stewardship 
Conference.  After the conference, the group has met several times in an effort to 
increase the awareness of Stewardship within the Community of St. Jude’s.  Following 
is an update on the actions of the Stewardship Commission over the last year.

Our ýrst few meetings after the Conference were spent reþecting on the meaning of Stewardship and prioritizing the many 
possible actions we might consider.  Our early reþections focused on realizing that everything we have is a gift from God, and 
that Stewardship is the process by which we care for those gifts.  Arguably, foremost among all of our gifts is the gift of our 
Faith.  With that as a starting point, our discussions moved along a path of how St. Jude’s could assist its members in being 
Stewards of our Faith.  Further discussions focused on the importance of welcoming new parishioners to St. Jude’s.  We felt 
it important that people new to our community be made aware of all that St. Jude’s has to offer to assist its members in being 
Stewards of their Faith.  As a ýrst step, the Stewardship Commission worked with the Welcoming Committee to develop a 
process to personally welcome new members to St. Jude’s.

Also, don’t lose sight of the truly wonderful examples of Stewardship of our Faith we have had at St. Jude’s recently.  In the 
span of a single week, we witnessed Baptism, Enrollment for First Eucharist, Conýrmation, and the Rite of Acceptance for 
RCIA candidates.

In addition, a point that was emphasized at the conference, and one we have come to appreciate, is that increasing awareness 
about Stewardship is a process that occurs over a long period of time, and one that may not happen quickly.  Sometimes it is 
hard to be patient when dealing with such an important topic.

All of us have recently had the opportunity to select areas within parish life in which we would like to participate.  If you 
haven’t done so, please take the opportunity to review the opportunities for participation and select one or two.  You will not 
only be a Steward of your Faith, but may meet some new friends and have some fun too!

Like many of the groups at St. Jude’s, the Stewardship Commission would gladly welcome more participation.  Our next 
meeting is Saturday, November 10 at 9:00 in the Parish Center.

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St. Jude Wins 2007 Mission Spirit Award 
 

Parish’s “culture of mission and service” is recognized by award 

It is an honor to report that St. Judeôs Parish is the winner of the Diocese of Springýeldôs 2007 Mission 
Spirit Award for its efforts which involved the entire parish in fostering mission awareness and support. The 
award was announced at the annual Mission Mass, Oct. 3, at the Cathedral of the Immaculate Conception 
in Springýeld. 

More than 700 students, missionaries and relatives, teachers, chaperones, and PSR representatives from 
throughout the diocese attended the Mass celebrated by Bishop George J. Lucas. Fathers Tom Meyer, Chris 
Comerford, Dean Probst, Chuck Edwards, Donald Knuffman and Michael Haag, were concelebrants. 
"It makes me so proud of all of you," Bishop Lucas said, as he looked out at a crowd that nearly ýlled the 
cathedral. 
 
Any school or PSR can nominate its program for the Mission Spirit Award at the end of the school year. 
Vicki Compton, Director of the Ofýce of Missions, said the steering committee found that "two things set 
apart this year's winner from the rest of the applicants." 
Compton said the ýrst was the way the entire parish at St. Jude was invited to be a part of the fund-raising 
and service activities of the children and youth in the parish. The second was that the primary goal of the 
mission project, Sponge the Monkey was to increase the children's awareness that they are connected to the 
wider Catholic community in the world. The secondary goals were to raise funds for the Holy Childhood 
Association and to nurture a strong sense of stewardship in gratitude for how God has blessed us.  
To win the award, St. Jude’s demonstrated a “culture of service and mission” through a variety of 
events: 

× PSR classes raised funds from a Mardi Gras event, a Lenten collection, and a Vacation Bible 
School collection. 

× Conýrmation classes prepared, cooked, transported, and served 600 meals over one weekend at 
the St. John’s Breadline. 

× Families and children were encouraged to take part in the ýrst ever Community Cares Initiative 
last October, volunteering at one of 8 area community service organizations. 

× The use of children’s envelopes begins this fall in order to further cultivate the children’s sense of 
stewardship. 

Vicki Compton addressed the entire group of schools and PSR classes when she said, “Because of your 
love and concern for children around the world, we have been able to send nearly $60,000 this year to the 
National Holy Childhood Association Ofýce to support their work with children around the world.ò
